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All Public companies in the U.S, irrespective of size, are required by law to be compliant with the Sarbanes-Oxley Act.
This requirement also extends to U.S companies with overseas operations as well as international companies listed in
U.S Exchanges.

The Act requires companies to adopt Internal Controls on Financial Reporting and both externally and internally audit
the controls. SOX does not provide specific recommendations on the adoption of internal controls. It instead asks
companies to use any recognized control framework
